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In the season of Easter we celebrate baptism three times. When young
candidates are baptized, we ask parents and godparents to bear the
responsibility of bringing those children up in the Christian faith and life.
The whole congregation affirms we will do all in our power to support the
newly baptized in their life in Christ. That promise is carried out in worship,
learning, service, and fellowship. Every aspect of our congregation works
to accomplish our mission—sharing the beauty and power of God’s
transforming love as followers of Christ.

A recent article from The Alban Institute addresses the practice of developing
Christians. It is an excerpt from a book by Jeffrey D. Jones titled, Traveling
Together: A Guide for Disciple-Forming Congregations. Jones asserts that learning
to be Christian is not best accomplished by a class learning the correct content.
Sharing information or believing the right concepts does not make a disciple.
He wrote, “Recent secular scholarship has described the learning process
that takes place in the lives of people, placing great emphasis on the social
nature of learning and the importance of developing practices through which
people learn. Think for a minute about how this is even truer for those
seeking to live as faithful disciples. The knowledge it takes to do that certainly
cannot be fully contained in a manual! It requires something more. Through
the ages the church has recognized the reality of that “something more” by
making storytelling, conversation, coaching, and apprenticeship an important
part of the life of the community of faith.”

I agree with Jeff Jones. It takes a community to form a Christian, and our
congregation exists to be that community. Children, youth, and adults
together in the community of faith provide one another the resources that
aid the forming of disciples. So we have a Rite-13 group serving a Friendship
House breakfast at the break of dawn on Easter Day. We send youth on
holy pilgrimage to seek God in an unfamiliar place but together in the
company of a few adults who want to walk beside them and share the
experience of faith. We have children playing together in nature’s tangle as
they learn about God’s gift of creation. We talk about our resources in
stewardship for God’s purposes. We worship with all ages together, learning
from one another what it means to follow]esus today. Discipleship cannot
just be taught; it has to be lived. Itis the community that offers the experiences
of deepening, equipping, and ministering that form disciples.

Doug Pagitt writes, “Most people come to faith...through living day by day
with people of faith such as their families or friends.. Community as a
means of spiritual formation serves to immerse people in the Christian way
of living so that they learn how to be Christian in a lifelong process of
discovery and change.” I encourage you to dive deeper into the community
of faith in this season of renewal and resurrection. Ruth Lawson Kirk

The Choir’s tour to the United States takes place from
April 5-16, 2010 and is only the second time in the
group’s history that it has given concerts here. This is
a wonderful opportunity for the choristers, as it is the
first time any of the girls will have sung in America.
The gitls of the choir will be joined for the tour by the
twelve gentlemen lay clerks of Cathedral Choir,
professional musicians who sing the alto, tenor, and
bass parts at weekend services at the cathedral.

This will be a unique listening opportunity for
Americans, as we've certainly seen many men and
boys choirs and have heard mixed adult and children’s
choirs. But the mix of pure, young soprano voices
blended with such accomplished male singers will
render a concert not to be missed.

With Linda Boyden at the helm as project manager of
the renovations at Epiphany House, sights are set on
aJune openingof the new shelter for women envisioned
by Friendship House. With architectural drawings,
plans are under way to renovate the kitchen, refinish
tloors, open the living and dining room spaces enabling
them to set up forlarge group meetings, provide a new
office for staff; refurbish bathrooms, outfit the
basement with a laundry room and storage area, and
more. Christ Church volunteers are providing some
professional construction services, all the interior
painting for the new home, and a youth service project
in the garden. To make this house a home, we will
donate furniture, small appliances, linens, curtains,
rugs, kitchen utensils, and more. At minimum, the
house will be outfitted to function with basic necessities;
at best, it will provide a space and accoutrements that
are functional and welcoming to the residents while
being uplifting—comfortable enough to call home
and inspirational enough to want to move on to a
better and independent life.

While providing the staff at Epiphany House a well-
equipped facility to carry on their ministry and the
women themselves with a home as they take steps and
training to rebuild their lives, the project also provides
a new avenue for Christ Church parishioners to walk
in the way of Christ by providing for our neighbors as
ourselves. In April we will focus on providing items
to set up the house. Some specific items are sought as
donations—used, in good condition—such as bunk
beds, a dining table and chairs, and club chairs. Other
items such as mattresses and bed linens must be new.
Some things such as curtain rods must be just the right
size—a gift card or cash donation would allow the
team to purchase just the right thing. We’ll seek
donations of other smaller items or a contribution to
“sponsor” the item. By Sunday, April 11 when Bill

If
you were confirmed before in another denomination
but now practice the Christian faith in the Episcopal
Church, the Bishop offers a different prayer to receive
you into this denomination.

What difference does it make?

On our spiritual journey we may travel in and out of
many faith communities. Being confirmed or received
makes a statement that you identify yourself as
Christian and an Episcopalian, an active member of
Christ Church, atleast for this part of your journey. If
you are new to our parish, this ritual can help ground
you as a member.

The
Annual Meeting had been a late afternoon
gathering on the first Sunday in October,

ﬁ%kfﬁmmé with voting for new Vestry members before

and after that morning’s worship. Focusing
primarily on “the business of the church,” it had not
been well-attended.

The subcommittee (Wilson Anthony, Barbara Cairns,
Betsy Field, Rich Tucker, and Ann Wick) reviewed the
current plan, examined alternatives, and proposed a
new process that would be manageable, meaningful,
and appealing—with an initial goal of increasing
parishionerinvolvement. Atthe March Vestrymeeting
they put forward two resolutions, both passing
unanimously.

*The date of the Annual Meeting is moved from
October to the third Sunday in May unless it conflicts
with Pentecost. In thatcase, the Vestry will determine
the best alternative.

*Voting for Vestry elections will occur prior to the day
of the Annual Meeting. This allows time to notify
candidates of the results and appropriately express
appreciation.

The next Annual Meeting will be held on May 15,
2011. With this change, current Vestry members will
now serve a term of three years and eight months, instead
of three years.

In all their research and consideration, the
subcommittee envisioned an Annual Meeting
“wrapped in our gift for hospitality” and invigorating
for our parish—all within the Faster season, a time
given to sharing and proclaiming the good news of
our growth, our joy, our gratitude, and our new life in
Christ Jesus.
